F. Approved to offer, issue and allot in one or more tranches, Non-Convertible Debentures (“NCDs”) for an amount
not exceeding Rs. 700 crores (Rupees Seven-Hundred Crores only) by way of private placement through Board or
any other sub-committee constituted by the Board, in accordance with Section 42 and Section 71 of the Companies
Act, 2013, the relevant rules made thereunder and the SEBI Listing Regulations.
